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For most Tsunami Warnings, evacuate out of the red zone; in the unlikely
case of an "Extreme Tsunami Warning", evacuate out of the red and

Structural steel or reinforced concrete buildings of six or more stories
provide increased protection on or above the fourth floor; if you are

1. TSUNAMI WARNING: Destructive waves from a tsunami may inundate all
coastlines. Evacuate red areas
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
