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For most Tsunami Warnings, evacuate out of the red zone; in the unlikely
case of an "Extreme Tsunami Warning", evacuate out of the red and
yellow zones

Remain at least 100 feet away from inland waterways and harbors
connected to the ocean due to wave surges and possible flooding

Boaters should move vessels to at least 50 fathoms (300 ft) deep and 2
miles away from harbor entrances; follow all directions from the Captain
of the Port
